NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the application be and hereby is authorized and approved subject to the 

conditions and requirements hereinafter set out:  

 

1.  The SUP is intended to encompass the existing 40’ x 40’ structure on the site. 

 

2.  The Applicant shall undertake the addition project in accordance with the plans submitted to the Town with the 

application, and agrees to be bound by the terms of the application, the site plan, and the conditions of this permit. 

 

3.   This permit shall not be assigned or transferred, in whole or in part, without the prior written consent of the Town. 

 

4.  Any failure or omission on the part of the Applicant to carry out any condition or requirement herein or in 
accordance with the terms or requirements of any statute, local law, ordinance or regulation, may be deemed a 

violation of the Town of Westfield Zoning Law and unless corrected in not more than 10 days following the 

service of written notice of such violation upon the Applicant, may subject them to the penalties therein. Continued 

violations after written notice may result in revocation of this Special Use Permit. 

 

5.  This Special Use Permit shall become effective after the Applicant approves each and every provision hereof and 

agrees to be bound by all of the terms herein contained in consideration of the granting of this Special Use Permit.
